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tain drink at the Met Bar & Grill’s burger
bar. Try the Raspberry-Lime Rickey, made
with fresh raspberries and limes, Cham-
bord, and raspberry vodka ($7). Or nosh on
the Met's signature burgers: the Tokyo
($13, pictured above) is made with Kobe
beef, Munster cheese, avocado, and a
sticky soy dressing. Or build your own
($6-$12) from a selection of meats (tur-
key to Kobe to veggie), cheeses (feta to
brie to jack), and more. Past the burger bar
and the bar-bar, there’s a lounge, patio, and
cozy booths where a full menu, including
burgers, is available.
